The Social Welfare Institution Al-Igra is an
organization established to help the community at
large. The Institution which already had two
Ambulances has one more ambulance to its credit,
an added feather to its crown. This was because of
greater demand from people. The service
rendered by the Ambulance drivers is also one of
the causes of the success of this facility.
Especially during rescue operations, our
ambulance drivers take the lead and fulfill the
demand of needy people.

Most people of our community contact the
Institution with regards to services of the
Ambulance for taking the body to the graveyard.
Most of the times, they call the ambulance much
before the completion of the last rites. The delay is
caused many times due to Gusal of Mayyat
(Sacred or last bath of the dead body). The
ambulance is called much before the time and is
kept waiting unnecessarily till the completion of
funeral customs. If by chance, some other person
require the service of ambulance, and the driver
ask the permission to attend to the demand of the
other emergency, people will not permit even
though they do not require the services of the
ambulance immediately. Thus they come in the
way of providing service to other people. This
only shows that many people of our community
do not know the meaning of ambulance and its
necessity to others, besides themselves. Therefore
it is very important that the members of our
community understand and use the ambulance
properly. The Institute therefore requests the
community to make adequate use of the facilities
available and allow other members to do the same.

Yet another important issue that we
would like to share with our community is that
they co-operate not only with drivers but act
according to the situations. Usually at the time of
the funeral, when the body is taken from house to

the graveyard, many people comment regarding
the speed of ambulance. Some find it slow, some
find it fast, and each and everyone gives

instructions to the driver.  Generally they give
their own opinions without any consideration or
thought. As though this is not enough, people
demand the ambulance driver to drop them back
to their homes along with the coffin and they put
the bathing plank (table) inside the ambulance
forcibly. This is not one of the services given by
the Institute. If a driver refuses to fulfill their
demands, people start abusing the driver. Finally
when driver asks for the rent of ambulance, many
people do not oblige immediately and send the
driver saying that they will pay directly to the
institution, which they do not do immediately or
forget completely.

The ambulance service is totally free for the
poor, needy, widows and orphans, but not for all.
The charges for the ambulance is minimal at Rs
300/-. It is also beneficial to know that the
mileage of the vehicle is just 7 k.m for per liter and
one can assess the Free Services and paid services
ofthe ambulance.

All these problems and complaints are
mentioned and listed because the people of our
community should understand our problems and
co-operate with us to help us serve them better.
The earnest request of the Al-Iqara Social welfare
Institution is- help us t help you.

donation is tharhe management‘ls not
economically sound and can_survive
oﬁ'ly with the aid of donations. For
person to get admission in one such
management, he needs both influence
and money.
